Photography of Joseph P. Cuttone
The Margaret R. Grundy Memorial Library and the Grundy Memorial Museum will jointly feature the art 

of local photographer and a barber for 79 years, Joseph P. Cuttone on Historic Bristol Day, Saturday, 17 
October 2009.   Joe Cuttone, a 93 year old life-long resident of Bristol Borough, began his interest in 
photography while a student at Bristol High School.  His photographs include depictions of his family, 
friends, church and beloved hometown, and they span the last seventy-five years.  

Joe's photographs have captured some of the changing landscape of our town, including: depicts of 
changes in modes of transportation, life along the Delaware Canal, the Bristol bridges, and the use of 19th 
century mills.  In addition to Joe's own photography, he has collected a vast array of photographs from 
other artists.  This collection numbers in the hundreds and ranges from 1920's Bristol sports' teams to the 
interiors of local family stores, and from local ferry boats to floods along the banks of the Delaware River.

Over the last few months, Joe Cuttone has met with the staff of the Library and Museum to discuss a 
future for his fine collection.  We are very pleased to announce that Joe Cuttone has decided to donate his entire collection of 
historic and personal photographs to the Library and Museum's archives.   “This is one of the most significant gifts ever given to the 
Grundy collection, and we hope others from Bristol will consider such gifts which can add richness and depth to our collection of 
Bristol history documents,” stated library director Mary Jane Mannherz.     
This month, the public is invited to view a selection of photographs from the Cuttone Collection and meet with Joe at the Margaret R. 
Grundy Memorial Library on Historic Bristol Day, 10 am-4 pm in the Library's Learning Center.   Additionally, the Margaret R. Grundy 
Memorial Museum will be open for tours from 10 am to 4 pm on Bristol Day.   We hope to see you there!
